Documentary Production Team
Background

For some time now I have had ideas for several documentaries.  These include themes such as: Historic Liverpool; The Slave Trade in Liverpool; Building Techniques of the Ancient Egyptians; Excavation of Egyptian Tombs; Human Rights Issues – the plight and treatment of genuine asylum seekers; World Conspiracy to build the Third Jerusalem Temple (a massive project with huge research requirements and potential for global impact); and any ideas you may have along similar lines and wish to bring to the partnership.  

Although the enterprise will be separate from my writing commitments, I envision it as a natural progression of the creative process.  The volume of work involved in this project and the logistics of research, fund raising, filming, producing, etc. are clearly too much for one person.  

Details

I am looking to set up a team that will eventually form a production company to film a series of documentaries.

This is entirely a “grass roots” enterprise that will require much planning and setting up with virtually no budget in the initial stages.  

It is anticipated that funding will be sought from a number of sources and the success of this will partially determine the capacity to grow and the size of the projects taken on.  

Once a team has been formed, it will be run as an equal partnership, the format of which shall be carried forward into a possible company formation.  This equal partnership includes the distribution of any profits etc.  Within the partnership it is anticipated that I shall take the position of chairman from the point of view of having a casting vote on any unresolved issues.  This does not in any way suggest superiority to the rest of the team but is merely a way for me to maintain a handle on my initial ideas and passions.
Team members are sought with good all round skills and knowledge and a willingness to participate in all aspects of the process from conception to marketing and distribution.  It is realised that team members will have strengths in certain areas, however, and it is felt that the main roles in this respect will be: presenter, camera/ sound person, producer, director – with the ability of all members to fill other roles when required.  

You will need:
· An interest in Ancient, Medieval and Biblical History;

· An interest in Local – Liverpool and National History;

· Have some interest in Currant Affairs / Civil Liberties / Human Rights / Politics;

· Have an open mind to other people’s spiritual and political beliefs;

· Attention to detail;

· An eye and ear for good, newsworthy, human interest stories;

· A willingness and ability (flexible work and family commitments etc) to travel (probably at own expense initially);

· Willingness to take risks;

· Be a little bit crazy.

Possibly have; (but by no means essential.  These should not put anyone off making contact.)
· Some experience in documentary making / broadcast industry;

· Own a broadcast quality video camera or sound equipment;

· Access to a video editing suite;

· Experience with fundraising;

I can offer:

· Excitement;

· Adventure;

· An opportunity to be a part of something that could grow into a much bigger project;

· The opportunity of fame and possibly fortune;

· The chance to contribute something to society;
· The chance to bring a new dimension to your life and travel experiences;

· The chance to make new friends / acquaintances / contacts and to broaden your horizons;

· The opportunity to see and experience unique and unusual places / situations etc;

· An outlet for your creative talent;

· An equal partnership in a production company;

· Possibly a new career or a part time vocation (this is very much in the future however).

Important Information

It is important to mention and be very clear that this is very much a fledgling enterprise and is not an opportunity for employment or remuneration of any sort.  It is, at this early stage, a set of ideas, backed by much enthusiasm that I wish to develop.

Who know what this could turn into, but just as equally could be a massive commitment of time and some funding with little or no financial reward.  I want to be clear from the outset that this project will begin on a part time basis and will only develop according to the commitment of the team.  I can make no promises further than that.

The Bottom Line

This is a project that I believe has much potential.  Who knows what can be achieved until you try.  Many of the topics I am interested in have the tendency to be controversial.  I am looking to explore some very serious issues and present them in a powerful form that moves away from the often sanitised versions of these issues found in the mass media.
